Like the
implementation of programs that feed our hungriest children,
care for our most wvulnerable, and provide the services upon
which the residents across our state rely. It is the will of
the General Assembly that every state agency, commission, and
board will work to wuse this funding to aid and empower
historically and presently disproportionately impacted areas:
particularly, but not limited to, ZIP codes with the most
positive COVID-19 cases, or ZIP codes with a high proportion
of children living in households that meet the free lunch or
breakfast eligibility guidelines established by the federal
government pursuant to Section 1758 of the federal Richard B.
Russell National School Lunch Act (42 U.S.C. 1758; 7 C.F.R. 245
et seqg.), or persons living at or below 133% of the Federal
Poverty Level, or persons eligible for the Supplemental
Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), and persons eligible for

Women, Infants and Children (WIC) assistance.

Section 5. The amount of $250,000,000, or so much thereof
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as may be necessary, is appropriated from the Local Coronavirus
Urgent Remediation Emergency Fund to the Department of Commerce
